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Youth, 3 Yr Old Open, Open, Ladies Rancher, 

Rancher, Ladies Open, Novice 

Northwest Pipe Fittings, Budweiser, Ravellette Publications,

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Divisions: Youth, 3-Year Old Open (3 yrs of age in the year 2010), Open, Ladies Rancher, Rancher, Ladies Open, 
Novice. This is a double judged event . No tie downs, cavesons, or martingales.  
 

Rancher (5½ minute time limit) & Ladies Rancher Divisions (5 minute time limit): Horse must be owned by the 
current owner/rider for 6 months prior to the competition. Rider must reside on owners ranch or work full time for the 
ranch owner. Family members of the owner are eligible to ride in this division - husband, wife, son, or daughter. 
These classes are designed for the non-professional owner or rider. Training horses for the public for any competition 
- barrels, reining, cutting, roping, etc - disqualifies you from this division. Any rider that has won Central States Fair 
and/or Black Hills Stock Show Ranch Horse Competition in the past 3 years prior to January 1, 2010 is excluded from 
these divisions. Ladies Rancher - NO ROPING. 
 

Youth Division (5 minute time limit):  Youth must not be older than 16 years old as of January 1, 2010. Youth  
ownership will be the same as the Rancher Division but would also include horses owned by - parents, siblings, or 
grandparents. Youth horses may only be ridden once in the Youth Division. NO ROPING. 
 

Open & Ladies Open Divisions (5½ minute time limit): Open to the world.  
 

3-Year Old Open Division (5½minute time limit): Horse must be 3 years old in the year 2010. Open to the world. 
MUST PROVIDE PROOF OF AGE AT TIME OF ENTRY.  
 

Novice Division (5 minute time limit): NO ROPING. Same rules apply as the Rancher Division. If you have places 
1st or 2nd in any competition held during the Central States Fair and/or Black Hills Stock Show you must move up to 
the Rancher or Open Divisions. This division is designed for the Novice competitor, please be honest when entering! 

The CSF Horse Committee reserves the right to accept or reject any entry and/or change the 
order of division runs. 

Competitors training horses for the public for any competition (barrels, reining, cutting, roping, etc)  
will need to enter the Open Divisions.  



Dry Work:  May consist of these maneuvers -  
· Lead horse into arena. Drop your bridle, re-bridle horse. (Time starts when bridle is dropped) 
· Pick up a hind foot and mount horse on left side. 
· Picking up a rope, dragging an obstacle, returning it to place of origin 
· Crossing a bridge/obstacle 
· Opening and closing a gate 
· Stopping and rollbacks 

Dry work will be worth a total of 60 points. A pattern with assigned points will be posted the morning of the  
competitions. 
 

Cow Work - 40 points: All contestants will be allowed on helper (must provide yourself) 
This work will consist of four segments: 

1. Sorting cow from herd - 10 points 
2.  Holding cow from herd and pushing cow to clean portion of the arena - 10 points 
3.  Rider will then box cow in “big” arena - 10 points 
4.  After the rider has finished boxing the cow, rider will then take the cow down the fence turning once in each 

direction - 10 points. 
**Novice and Youth Division will NOT go down the fence. Cow work will be 30 points in these divisions. Judge will 
whistle completion of run when rider has shown to their and the horses ability in the boxing.  
 

The cow pen will be split into two portions. There will be a herd on one side. Contestant will enter the herd and sort 
one cow out as calmly and quietly as possible. Once the cow is sorted from the herd, you must hold the cow and push 
the animal out of the gate into the “big” arena. Once the cow is in the “big” arena, you can begin to box your cow.  
After you have finished boxing your cow, take it down the fence, turning once in each direction. After you have  
finished fencing (Ladies Rancher Division will be whistled at the completion of your run) you can build your loop and 
rope your cow. 
 

Throughout the cow work, it must be remembered that the name of the game is controlling the cow. Judges will take 
into consideration what kind of cow each contestant draws in order to accurately judge the degree of difficulty in each 
credit earning situation. Horses will be penalized for losing the cow, refusing to turn, running over the cow, biting, 
and hanging back. Upon completion, remove cow from the arena.  
 

Roping - 30 points: 1 Loop. NO roping in Ladies Rancher, Youth and Novice Divisions  
One loop permitted. Rider must bring own rope. Rider will attempt to rope and stop same cow. Roping will consist of 
3 segments: 

1. Speed, rate, and tracking - 10 points. Maximum credit will be given to the horse that shows ample speed going 
to cattle, rates off so the rider can rope, tracks a cow that circles, ducks right or left and stays in position to the 
rider to rope. 

2. Catch and Dally - 10 points. Ladies Open Division can us breakaway hondo if they choose to. The loop has to 
go over the cow’s head. Rope is then dallied. 3-year old division MUST use breakaway hondo. 

3. Stop - 10 points. Maximum credit will be given to the horse that stops square and hard in a straight line with 
the cow, hind quarters underneath him. Time will be flagged when horse comes to complete stop. Upon  

    competition of roping, herd the cow into the southeast pen and ride through with cow.  
Scoring 
In case there is a tie score, the cow work will be used in breaking the tie. The judges score sheets will be posted  
following the competition for review purposes only. There shall be no discussion with the judges.
